Ask the Vet! Arthritis
This time of
year you may
notice it takes ﬂ
? little longer

or your petto N
get up off their ———vev

ed, or they
may not be able to jump up on to your
bed with ease or climb the stairs as
quickly. This could mean thata little
arthritis might be setting in.
Dr. Rowan at Animal Medical Center of
Selah warns that treating your pet with
human doses of anti-inflammatories
such as aspirin or ibuprofen could prove
to be very dangerous and cause severe
side-effects. Dr. Rowan advises a vet
check up to determine if your pet's
stiffness is a serious condition that
would benefit from professional vet care
or if some veterinarian recommended

over the counter remedies would be
sufficient.

There is a wide range of arthritis and
some types, if not a severe bone issue,
can be treated with glucosamine or fish
oil at veterinarian recommended doses.
There are also non-invasive treatments
such as massage, acupuncture, and
acupressure. Dr. Rowan likes to teach
her clients how these treatments can be
done on the petathome. There is a new
treatment called cold-laser thatis a non-
surgical treatment performed at her vet
clinic thatis proving to be ver

beneficial to a pet with a bit of arthritis
settina in.
